Subject: NTI Transit-Oriented Development Course 

Date: September 29, 2014 

The National Transit Institute (NTI) will be presenting a FREE course ($550 for consulting, 
contractors, consulting, non-profit or Government agencies) concerning “Transit-Oriented 
Development (TOD)” in Seattle, Washington on December 2-3, 2014. 

TOD is defined as compact, mixed-use development near transit that creates sustainable 
communities where people of all ages and incomes have transportation and housing choices 
where people can walk, bike, and take transit. The goal of this course is to help transportation 
and land use professionals effectively participate in the planning, funding, and implementation of 
transit-oriented projects that improve the environment, create a sense of community, and boost 
transit ridership.
