Bus Safety Program Background 

• Objective:  To improve safety for passengers, 

employees, and all who share roadways with transit 

buses  

• Voluntary program, but moving to an oversight role  

• Developed in collaboration with industry partners  

(APTA, CTAA,  AASHTO) 

• Initial focus on small urban/rural bus transit systems 

– Now includes large urban bus transit systems 
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• Established by the Interim Provisions for the Public 

Transportation Safety Certification Training Program 

• Courses are open to public transportation industry 

• REQUIRED for rail oversight personnel 

• RECOMMENDED for bus oversight personnel
