Q: Will FTA consider any proposals that address the  
collision and mitigation area focused on rail transit 
rather than bus transit? 

A: The proposers can apply for either bus or rail 
operation.  However, FTA is more interested in bus 
collision avoidance and mitigation proposals.

Q: Will FTA consider two separate projects from the 
same transit agency that are phased so that the total is 
greater than $2 million ($2 million per separate project 
phases)? 

A: An agency or entity can submit as many project 
applications as necessary, but it is our preference to 
receive one project per application.

Q: Is there a maximum percentage of capital funding you 
can request?

A: This is a not a capital funding program but a research 
program. The minimum project amount is $750,000 and 
maximum project amount is $2,000,000 of federal 
funding.  The grant program requires 20% cost share.
