· Review recent recommendations of the National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) in regard to public transportation safety to recommend relevant safety measures and strategies for inclusion in the NPTSP.
· Define the role of a national transit operations database in benchmarking safety performance in a data-driven, risk based safety management system 
· Review safety certification training criteria developed by FTA and identify possible gaps in technical proficiencies and what groups (or disciplines) require certification. 
· Identify and evaluate potential enforcement tools, including methods to incentivize safety
